From Birmingham, Derby, Nottingham or  M1: 

Take the A38, A52 or A6 towards Derby and 

follow signs for the A6 and Matlock. Follow the 

A6 until you reach the outskirts of Duffield. Just 

past the Sunlight Laundry take a left turn at the 

traffic lights onto the B5023, which is 

signposted Wirksworth. Follow this road until 

you enter Wirksworth and turn right at the Red 

Lion. This is signposted Crich and Ecclesbourne 

Valley Railway. The station is in the dip at the 

bottom of the hill and the approach is marked 

Station Road. For public transport please use 

Trent Barton bus 6.1 from Derby. 

 

From Ashbourne, Carsington Water or Leek: 

Take the B5035 and follow signs for 

Wirksworth. At Godfreyhole turn right and come 

down into the town. At the junction at the 

bottom of Market Place turn left, then right in 

front of the Red Lion.  

 

From Cromford, Matlock and Matlock Bath: 

When entering Cromford take the B5036 at the 

junction of the A6, come up Cromford Hill and 

under the arch. Continue down into Wirksworth 

and turn left as you enter Market Place.
